“It’s going to be blood for blood and by the gallon – these are the old days, the bad days, the all or nothing days...” – It’s a quote from Sin City. The adaptation of Frank Miller’s series of graphic novels directed by Robert Rodriguez. 
The morality dies in three tales. The film begins with a short teaser casting a bright light on the morality in the city. Then it moves quickly to the second story called “The Hard Goodbye” with Mickey Rourke playing as Marv – Frankenstein hungry for revenge after awakening next to a dead woman, the only woman who loved him.  The third episode – “That Yellow Bastard” with incredibly rock-solid Bruce Willis, a cop who saves a ten year old girl from a pedophile rapist. 

Jessica Alba plays Nancy very well; she is the perfect match for this role. Bruce Willis is excellent as a good cop – Hartigan.  Benicio Del Toro plays a corrupted cop – Jackie Boy and it’s a totally outstanding performance.

Miller and Rodriguez shot “Sin City” in black and white with some color splashes of a whore’s lipstick or yellow skinned pedophile. The movie is a mix of  hardboiled “Pulp Fiction” with 1940s noir criminals, and a black& white graphic novel. Imaginative filming connected with outstanding locations conjured on computers and first person narration creates a complete feeling of a nightmare. Sick and black as night humor additionally kills last pieces of a healthy mind but there isn’t other way to show how important is a love in our lives – the only thing which can save our souls…

All in all – this movie is like a picture of a sailing ship, praying for love and drowning in the ocean of sexism and cannibalism, beyond the waves full of darkest dreams and deviant prayers. A perfect beauty showing all the ugly things in a people. Amazing marriage of black and white, bitter and sweet, love and hate, heaven and pandemonium.
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
